ITEM:  Amendment to the Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance 
 
ITEM  INFORMATION:   The NC  Legislature  recently  revised  the General  Statues  regarding  the 
requirements  for  property  to  participate  in  a  voluntary  agricultural  district.  The  change 
removed  the  requirement  for  a  property  to  be  participating  or  eligible  to  participate  in  the 
Present‐use Value Tax Program to participate in a voluntary agricultural district. 
 
The  Legislature  also  revised  recording  requirements  for  properties  that  have  a  perpetual 
conservation  agreement. Davidson  County  does  not  utilize  perpetual  agreements  in  its VAD 
Program. 
 
The Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Advisory Board recommends that Davidson 
County revise its Ordinance to match the new State Statute as to the eligibility requirements for 
participation. 
 
Because  the  County  does  not  utilize  perpetual  conservation  agreements  the Advisory Board 
recommends no  changes be made  to  the Davidson County Ordinance  in  regard  to  recording 
conservation agreements. 
 
The attached  information provides details on the State changes and the proposed revision to 
Davidson County’s Ordinance.

Proposed Amendment to the Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance 
The Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Advisory Board proposes amending the 
Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance to match the revisions approved to 
the NC Voluntary Agricultural Districts Enabling Legislation during the 2011 Legislative Session. 
 
Background: Session Law 2011‐219, House Bill 406 is an Act to provide that land that is engaged 
in  agriculture may qualify for enrollment in a voluntary agricultural district even though it does 
not qualify for taxation at its present‐use value, and to provide that residential lots created on 
land that is subject to a conservation agreement must meet municipal zoning and subdivision 
regulations, and to provide that revocable voluntary agricultural district conservation 
agreements are not required to be recorded.  
 
Following is the text of the approved General Statute: 
 
    “The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 
  SECTION 1.  G.S. 106‐737 reads as rewritten: 
 
"§ 106‐737.  Qualifying farmland. 
   In order for farmland to qualify for inclusion in a voluntary agricultural district or an 
enhanced voluntary agricultural district under Part 1 or Part 2 of this Article, it must be real 
property that: 

(1)  Is participating in the farm present‐use‐value taxation program established by 
G.S. 105 277.2 through 105‐277.7 or is otherwise determined by the county to 
meet all the qualifications of this program set forth in G.S. 105‐277.3; engaged in 
agriculture as that word is defined in G.S. 106‐581.1. 

  (2)  Repealed by Session Laws 2005‐390, s. 11 effective September 13, 2005. 
(3)  Is managed in accordance with the Soil Conservation Service defined erosion 

control practices that are addressed to highly erodable land; and 
(4)  Is the subject of a conservation agreement, as defined in G.S. 121‐35, between 

the county and the owner of such land that prohibits nonfarm use or 
development of such land for a period of at least 10 years, except for the 
creation of not more than three lots that meet applicable county and municipal 
zoning and subdivision regulations. 

 
  " SECTION 2.  G.S. 121‐41reads as rewritten: 
"§ 121‐41.  Public recording of agreements.  

(a)  Conservation Except as provided in subsection (c) of this section, conservation 
agreements shall be recorded in the office of the Register of Deeds of the county 
or counties in which the subject land or improvement is located, in the same 
manner as deeds are now recorded. 

(b)  Releases or terminations of such agreements shall be recorded in the same 
waiver.  Releases or terminations, or the recording entry, shall appropriately 



identify by date, parties, and book and pages of recording, the agreement which 
is the subject of the release or termination. 

(c)  A conservation agreement entered into for the purpose of enrolling real 
property in a voluntary agricultural district pursuant to G.S. 106‐737(4) is not 
required to be recorded unless such conservation agreement is irrevocable as 
provided pursuant to G.S. 106‐743.2."  

   
SECTION 3.  This act is effective when it becomes law. In the General Assembly read 

three times and ratified this the 15th day of June, 2011

G. S. 106‐581.1 Defines agriculture as the following: 
“106‐581.1.  Agriculture defined. 
  
For purposes of this Article, the terms "agriculture", "agricultural", and "farming" refer to all of 
the following: 
  
(1)        The cultivation of soil for production and harvesting of crops, including but not limited 
to fruits, vegetables, sod, flowers and ornamental plants. 
  
(2)        The planting and production of trees and timber. 
  
(3)        Dairying and the raising, management, care, and training of livestock, including horses, 
bees, poultry, and other animals for individual and public use, consumption, and marketing. 
  
(4)        Aquaculture as defined in G.S. 106‐758. 
  
(5)        The operation, management, conservation, improvement, and maintenance of a farm 
and the structures and buildings on the farm, including building and structure repair, 
replacement, expansion, and construction incident to the farming operation. 
  
(6)        When performed on the farm, "agriculture", "agricultural", and "farming" also include 
the marketing and selling of agricultural products, agritourism, the storage and use of materials 
for agricultural purposes, packing, treating, processing, sorting, storage, and other activities 
performed to add value to crops, livestock, and agricultural items produced on the farm, and 
similar activities incident to the operation of a farm. (1991, c. 81, s. 1; 2005‐390, s. 18; 
2006‐255, s. 6.)” 



 
 
The Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Advisory Board recommends the 
following amendment to the Davidson County Voluntary Agricultural District Ordinance: 

ARTICLE VII 
  CERTIFICATION AND QUALIFICATION OF FARMLAND 
 
  Requirements 
 
  In order for farmland to qualify for  inclusion  in a voluntary agricultural district  it must be 

real property that: 
 

1. Is  participating  in  the  farm  present‐use‐value  taxation  program  established  by 
N.C.G.S.  §105‐277.2  through  §105‐277.7,  or  is  otherwise  determined  by  the 
county to meet all the qualifications of this program set forth  in G.S. 105‐277.3 ; 
engaged in agriculture as that word is defined by G. S. 106‐581.1. 
 

            2.  Is managed  in  accordance with  the Natural Resources  Soil Conservation  Service 
defined erosion control practices that are addressed to highly erodible land; and 

   
  3.  Is  the  subject  of  a  conservation  agreement,  as  defined  in  N.C.G.S.  §121‐35, 

between  the  county and  the owner of  such  land  that prohibits non‐farm use or 
development of such land for a period of at least ten years, except for the creation 
of not more than three lots that meet applicable county and municipal zoning and 
subdivision regulations.

HISTORY OF THE BLUE STAR MEMORIALS

At the close of World War II National Garden Clubs (called National Council of Garden Clubs 
at the time), like other public spirited groups, was seeking a suitable means of honoring our 
service men and women.  Garden Club members visualized a living memorial, preferring to help 
beautify and preserve the country these men and women had fought for, rather than build stone 
monuments in their honor.  

In 1944 Mrs. Lewis M. Hull, Garden Club of New Jersey President and future NCSGC President, 
and Mrs. Vance Hood, Roadside Chairman, had an inspired idea.  One thousand flowering 
Dogwood trees would be planted along five miles of highway, which had been designated the 
Blue Star Drive by the Legislature.  No billboards were to be allowed on the memorial stretch.  
The project was named for the blue star in the service flag, which hung in windows of homes and 
businesses to honor service men and women. 

The guest speaker at the 1945 National Council of State Garden Clubs Annual Meeting in New 
York City was Spencer Miller, New Jersey’s State Highway Commissioner, who had helped to 
implement the New Jersey project.  He proposed that the program be adopted by NCSGC.  At the 
1945 Fall Semi-Annual Meeting, the project was approved.  A “ribbon of living memorial plantings 
traversing every state” called The Blue Star Memorial Highway Program was adopted at the 1946 
Annual Meeting in New Orleans. 

In 1947 Mrs. Frederick R. Kellogg (NCSGC President 1930-1933) designed a marked, which 
would identify the highways. 

Clubs responded enthusiastically, with Rhode Island receiving the first endorsement.  After official 
approval of the site, garden clubs would purchase markers and planting materials.  Highway 
Departments would plant and maintain the area.  This was the first program undertaken by 
garden clubs on a national scale.

While it originally began to honor World War II veterans, it enlarged its mission in 1951 to include 
all men and women, who had served, were serving or would serve in the armed forces of the 
United States.

The need for an extension of the program to accommodate other than dedicated highways 
became apparent.  As a result a smaller By-Way Marker, to be placed in areas such as parks, 
civic and historical grounds, was approved at the 1981 convention in Atlanta.  This marker was 
changed at the 1994 convention in Connecticut to be more descriptive by including the words “A 
tribute to the Armed Forces of America”. 

A third marker had been added at the 1996 convention in Michigan.  This marker was identical to 
the original Blue Star Memorial Highway Marker, except for the removal of the word “Highway”.  
This change allowed the marker to be placed on the grounds of a National Cemetery or Veterans 
Administration Center.  At the 2004 convention in St. Louis the scope of this marker was enlarged 
to include other appropriate civic locations.

Re: Solid Waste Advisory Committee 

The County Manager has requested that a Solid Waste Advisory Committee 
(SWAC) be created to study issues and make recommendations regarding solid 
waste management within Davidson County.   

In working to accomplish task, an unofficial meeting of stakeholders was held 
on January 11, 2012 to discuss options for the composition of the Solid Waste 
Advisory Committee.  Two SWAC membership models resulted from the 
discussion and are respectfully presented for Board of Commissioners (Board) 
review and recommendation. 

Membership Models: 

1) The five (5) Municipalities (Thomasville, Lexington, Denton, Wallburg and 
Midway) may each appoint one representative to be a voting member on 
the SWAC.  The representative may be of their choosing with no 
restrictions based on solid waste involvement (i.e. staff member, resident, 
hauler, business owner).  Two (2) County residents, appointed by the 
Board, will also be voting members on the SWAC for a total of seven (7) 
Committee members.    

2) Three (3) County residents appointed by the Board; Two (2) unrestricted 
Municipality representatives (i.e. staff member, resident, business owner) 
with one representative appointed from each of two Municipalities, as 
designated by the Board (i.e. Board selects two cities and/or towns who will

each appoint one representative); Two (2) private industry/hauler 
representatives appointed by the Board.   

It is intended that the SWAC meetings will be open to the public and that any 
interested parties may communicate regarding solid waste issues to the SWAC.
